Dear Friends,

Since late September I have read the same book four times.
The book is, He Held Radical Light: The Art of Faith,
The Faith of Art by Christian Wiman.

I read it four times because I intend to give each book to four
of my young friends.

[ jot little notes, underline some words and phrases, and add,
maybe, bits of my own annotated experience here and there.
[ will tell my friends that it is like conversations that we may
not have had but could have.

The book is built around poems and the poets who write

them and, as many people have little practical experience
with poetry, my friends may not find much value in them
now, but [ hope as time goes on, they might.

These books may end up in a garage sale, if they are lucky,
and find their ways to others as time unfolds and that is okay
with me. Ilove to buy used books that have been annotated
by others, I hope my books are gifts that keep giving.

Christmas is not unlike a book left behind for us, perhaps,
annotated by our ancestors, people who we loved and
who loved us, and a whole host of strangers who “did”
Christmases past for generation upon generation.

Christmas is not what it was when we were children or young
adults, but neither is anything else.

[t is hard for me to get a handle on Christmas, I do not see
Christmas as we mark it today as some kind of evidence for
crass commercialization or some kind of dangerous creeping
secularism. And I don’t understand Christmas as some kind
of political propaganda directed at hurting or denigrating
people who do not claim Christ or religious faith of any kind.

People are called and people seek, for the most part, as best
they can to make sense out the mystery of consciousness.

Christmas is what it is or isn’t, but it just comes so much
faster than it used to, and it is over so much quicker than it
used to be over.

[ didn’t like fake trees either when they came around and I
have no idea who most of those inflated characters are that
pop up in people’s yards.

[ was at Kew Gardens in London on Thanksgiving night this
year when they opened their annual “Winter Wonderland”
of spectacular techno driven displays of lasers and lights
dancing around 500 year old trees.

There was not a single instance in any display, music,
decoration, not a hint, of Mary or Joseph or Baby Jesus, not a
sheep or a goat anywhere but that is just the way it is, I guess,
[ don’t commiserate this, just take note.

My greatest teacher is Jack Shea. Jack had been a priest of the
Archdiocese of Chicago and directed my Doctor or Ministry
degree program. He really taught me how to approach the
Gospel texts as serious spiritual literature and to treat adults
as adults and children as children and young people as
treasures to be discovered.

Jack loves the Church and all the people of the Church, but
he doesn’t take any of that too seriously. Jack taught me that
dogmas and doctrines are words that might, just might, open
up paths to places that we never imagined going, and, then
again, they may not.

The image I used above, of/ Christmas as like a book,
annotated by others, left for us to read and use today, I
suspect, comes from Jack.

Jack published a book of poetry about our “book” that we
call Christmas. The book is called, Seeing Haloes:
Christmas Poems to Open the Heart by John Shea.
